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ORDER 
 

The Commission heard both the petitioner and the respondent. 

The Learned Counsel for the Petitioner advanced his arguments.  He  explained the issues 

raised in the petition in detail and requested the Commission to consider this petition under JERC 

(Grid Connected Solar Power) Regulations, 2015 or under Clause 5(iii) and Clause 17 of the JERC  

(Solar PV Grid Interactive System based on Net Metering) Regulations, 2019. 

 
Shri R. Murli, Superintending Engineer – cum, HOD, Electricity Department, Puducherry  

submitted that they have received a copy of the rejoinder from the petitioner only the previous day. 

In the said rejoinder the petitioner has raised some specific legal issues on which they have sought 

the legal opinion/clarifications from the legal department to enable them to submit their submissions 

before the Commission. In order to submit his submissions he has requested the Commission to grant 

6 weeks’ time. The Commission has considered the request of the respondent and granted him liberty 

to file his written submissions within 4 weeks i.e by 14th July 2020. 

The Commission also directed the Ld. Counsel for Petitioner to submit his written submissions 

along with complete details of shareholders of the Petitioner and    copy of Agreement entered into 

with M/s Chemfab Alkalis Ltd. within 2 weeks.
